B. Be fully-furnished, including easy access to kitchen and laundry appliances
C. Have running hot and cold water, and a working heating system
D. Have reliable electricity and internet
E. Meet basic security standards, including, but not limited to:
· Solid secure door with peephole and security bolt that can only be locked from the inside;
· Good lighting inside and outside;
· Be accessible by the ETA at all times – ETAs will not have curfews and should have a means of independently accessing their housing building (i.e., a key for the front gate); and
· Alternate exit access in case of emergencies.
11. Office: Institutions are required to provide a working space for the ETA in the teacher’s room of the host department, including a desk with a computer, printer and copier, and internet access. Institutions must also provide supplies such as printing paper and give access to school library and faculty resources.
